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I am the Occupational Therapy Clinical Coordinator for All Children's Hospital in St. Pete, Florida.  We have 10 facilities on the West Coast of Florida, spanning from Citrus county to Fort Myers.  The mission of All Children's Hospital is to provide leadership in child health through treatment, education, research, and advocacy.  I currently supervise over 30 OTs in the system.  The number one area that my staff consistently seek more knowledge and education is Sensory Processing.   Consistently at least 80% of the children we serve have some form of sensory processing disorder that contributes to their overall performance, whether it is identified or not.
