· While utilizing a strong Neuro-developmental treatment approach, the speakers incorporate a holistic approach identifying sensory integrative and functionally-based intervention strategies.  
· Adaptive equipment and biomechanical strategies to improve function will be explored. Handwriting will be analyzed as a functional task for problem identification and remediation.
