· An integrated clinical observation/evaluation system is presented to give participants concrete methodologies for identifying problems hindering function.

· Frequently encountered biomechanical, musculoskeletal, and sensory blocks to function will be identified through the use of audio visual aids and focused treatment strategies are discussed.

· Techniques and their applications will be presented for the direct service model as well as adaptations for a consultative model.
